Rhome is on U.S. Highway 287/81 twelve miles southeast of Decatur in southeastern Wise County. A community known as Prairie Point, 
located at the crossroads of two stagecoach lines near the site of present Rhome, was established in the late 1850s by a group of 
Missourians. One of these new settlers, Samuel Sheets, owned land near the crossroads and in 1858 began to lay out and sell town lots. 
In 1939 Highway 81 was built through Rhome, and by 1942 the town was incorporated.
