
Kingsland is a Hill Country community in 
Llano County, where the Colorado and Llano 
rivers converge to form Lake LBJ, a 
constant-level reservoir that stays full 
year-round. Life on the water is big there, 
with boating, fishing, swimming, and skiing 
on the lake, plus "The Slab," a beloved local 
spot where the road crosses the Llano River 
over granite boulders. The historic 1901 
Antlers Inn, live music, local dining, 
boutiques, and a laid-back, welcoming 
atmosphere make Kingsland easy to 
settle into.

1901. Accommodations include Victorian hotel rooms, cottages, 
and colorfully restored vintage cabooses on actual rails. The 
property sits at the confluence of the Llano and Colorado Rivers 
on Lake LBJ and features lake access, gardens, and an on-site 
coffee shop.

Nightengale Archaeological Center

American artifacts have been uncovered. The center offers guided 
tours, educational field trips, and summer camps for children 
focused on hands-on archaeology and history. Available by 
reservation; tours have historically been offered on the second 
and fourth Saturdays, February through November. Admission is 
free, donations accepted.

Lookout Mountain Scenic Overlook

A roadside scenic overlook offering panoramic views of Lake LBJ 
and the Hill Country.
