Each champion receives a total payout of $65,000,
along with previous round winnings, a custom-made
saddle and belt buckle, and an invitation to compete
at RODEOHOUSTON the following year, bringing the
total payout to $2,533,500.

Established as the Houston Fat Stock Show in 1932, the
Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo™ has grown to
more than 30,000 entries. The Houston Livestock Show
organizes competitions into three categories: Junior
Show, Open Show, and Youth Show.

The show is not only the largest livestock show but
also sets world records at the junior market show
auctions.
